Industrial organization is the field of economics that deals with the structure of markets and the behavior of
firms. The topics may be divided into two broad categories: (1) those that deal with aspects of firm behavior
that are largely devoid of strategic considerations, in other words refinements and extensions of the monopoly
model; and (2) those that explicitly treat the strategic behavior of firms, which is simply any behavior that
reflects an awareness of the calculations of current or prospective rivals. In the latter category are topics that
apply the mathematical theory of games to the pricing, investment, and entry decisions of oligopolistic firms.
Examples from the first set of topics include: the theory of contracts, vertical integration, monopoly, quality
assurance and advertising, price discrimination, tie-in sales, vertical restraints, and the structure of Japan's
distribution sector. And from the second set of topics: single-period oligopoly models, multi-period
oligopoly models, economic regulation, models of entry and accommodation, econometric models of
oligopolies, information and strategic behavior, and technological innovation.
